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Aim of the Programme (Holistic Approach to Palliative Care): 

This 4/5 day programme is designed for registered nurses, doctors and allied health care professionals working in all health care settings. The aim of the programme is to develop the learner’s palliative care knowledge, attitude and skills thus enabling participants to apply the principles of palliative care in their clinical practice so as to improve the quality of life of palliative care patients and their families. 

Programme Structure: 

This programme is divided into four/five themes, each theme will cover essential aspects of palliative care: 

· Academic writing, referencing, information retrieval  (Option 2)

· Introduction to a Holistic Approach to Palliative Care  (Option 1 & 2)

· Pain and Symptom Management in Palliative Care  (Option 1 & 2)

· Specialist Palliative Care Services  (Option 1 & 2)

· Palliative Care Skills  (Option 1 & 2)

Topics included under these themes are the philosophy of palliative care, sociological and psychological approaches to palliative care, spiritual issues in palliative care, pain and symptom assessment and management, syringe driver workshop, a multidisciplinary team approach in palliative care, therapeutic communication and specialist palliative care services. The course content will be delivered by the education department and multidisciplinary palliative care teams using a variety of teaching strategies. 

The Holistic Approach to Palliative Care Programme offers a choice of two programme options: Option 1 and Option 2. 
Holistic Approach to Palliative Care Programme – Option 1
This is a four day programme which has Category 1 Approval from An Bord Altranais. Learners must attend on all four days and will receive a certificate of attendance on completion of this programme. This certificate of attendance is awarded by St. Patricks University Hospital/Marymount University Hospice. Holistic Approach to Palliative Care Programme – Option 2 (IP5001)

This programme is accredited with the School of Medicine, University College Cork. Candidates who wish to undertake programme option 2 (IP5001) are required to attend on all 5 days and will have to complete a 1,500 – 2000 word written assignment. On successful completion of the written assignment, learners will be awarded 5 credits at Level 8 of the National Qualification Authority of Ireland Framework. Programme option 2 (IP5001) consists of the four day programme as outlined in option 1 with an additional study day that addresses online literature retrieval, study skills and academic writing.  The fee for this programme option is €500. All applications for this programme option must be made on the Accredited Holistic Approach to Palliative Care Application Form – Option 2 and submitted to the Graduate Studies Office, University College Cork before the respective closing date for applications.
